17.05.2022 & 18.05.2022 for information of public inviting objections on or before
17.07.2022 for hearing by L.A Collector. Objections were heard by L.A.O in L.A.Case
No. 1/2022, 2/2022, 3/2022, for Mouza- Samanga, Matitota and Markandeswar sahi
were disposed.

The survey for R&R of affected families was conducted by three teams
consisting of Revenue Officers, Engineers, Horticulture Staff, R.| & Amin. The committee
after survey submitted their report which is part of the case record. The survey U/s 16
was conducted to undertake a census of affected families which included following
points as stipulated in section-16(1) of RFCTLA R&R Act. 2013.
